Dear Kindergarten Parents: 
 
For the last few years, we have initiated a new procedure regarding your child's school supplies. As you know, we 
require very specific materials, which are developmentally appropriate, practical, and good quality. 
 
Therefore, we've elected to relieve you of the hassle of buying these very specific supplies, which at the same 
time, ensures that all students have these specific materials on hand. 
 
We have found this system to be successful and appreciated by the parents.  The total cost will be $85.00.  Cost in 
the past was lower than this amount; however we discovered that the cost was simply not covering actual cost for 
supplies.  Moreover, there have been some updates to the supply list.  These supplies will be sufficient for both 
secular and Judaic studies.  Below is a breakdown of what the $85.00 will be used for.
